Art workshop

Tuben is the name of a cultural project that started
in September 2005 in Bergen.

The project’s goal is to give young people between
16 and 25 years, the opportunity to express them-
selves artistically and culturally on a higher level than
before. In Tuben young people and their art are ta-
ken seriously. They get to work with professional
artists and instructors, and the final projects are
placed in professional institutions.

Tuben gives room to start projects of any art form,
whether it is dancing, theatre, music or painting.

There will be a possibility for 2-3 young artists to set
up an exhibition of some of their work, and also ar-
range a workshop, so that others can participate and
learn some of the techniques.
